» Despite being famous for the
Lauberhorn Downhill course, easily
the longest and one of the hardest
in the World Cup circuit, the skiing
in Wengen is actually best-suited to
intermediate skiers.

Made up of mostly long, cruisy blues
and gentle reds, intermediates will
enjoy the relaxed skiing in Wengen.
Tougher pistes can be found by
venturing to the top of the Lauberhorn
chair lift. From there, head down to
Kleine Scheidegg or Wixi following the
start of the World Cup course.

Novice boarders will find it easy to
progress from the nursery slopes up
to the gentle blue and red runs on
the mountain, which are served by
the train and chairlifts. For the best
freeriding and some steep terrain,
expert boarders should head over to
Murren.
